On the 2011 Nation’s Report Card DoDEA Schools National Rankings on the National Assessment of Educational
Progress (NAEP) showed that DoDEA Schools scored significantly above the national averages:

In Reading only one state, Massachusetts, scored higher than DODEA 8" grade students

In Math only 9 states scored higher than DoDEA g™ grade students

In Science only two states scored higher than DoDEA g™ grade students

In Writing on the 2007 NAEP (the last year results are available) only two states scored higher
