	Step 1

The Felix Adventure

     Felix will visit a friend or relative of your child.  A short letter from your child, explaining how the recipient will help is provided in the envelope.  

     We request that the recipient of Felix send a postcard from their state or country.  
	Step 2

The Project

     Your child will create a travel brochure. Decide on a city, state, or country you would like to learn more about.  Research this place in books or on the internet.  Imagine that Felix will visit the place you have chosen to research. (This may or not be the place that you mailed Felix to.)  Create a travel brochure (booklet) that shows and describes things of interest that Felix would want to see while there. Projects should be child generated, and written. Points will be deducted if it is not student created.      
	Step 3

Presenting The Project

     Your child will have three weeks to work on his/her project.  During these three weeks, he/she should send off Felix, and complete their writing project. (brochure). Your child will be expected to present his/her project to their classmates for a listening /speaking grade.  Please encourage your child to practice ahead of time; students must be familiar with the material as they present their project.  Begin as soon as you get this assignment.

      * Postcards do not have to be in by the time their project is due.
