Construction a campus fact of life

The sounds of drills and hammers 
have greeted Fort Campbell High School 
students and staff this year from the several 
construction projects underway on campus.

This year alone, there are fi ve different 
construction projects in various stages of 
completion. 

The projects range from updating the 
heating, ventilation , 
and air conditioning to 
replacing the roof.

“The biggest project is 
the HVAC project,” said 
Mr. Mohan Vaswani, 
principal. 

He said the project includes the roof, and 
air conditioning system. Currently the halls 
could be mistaken for a horror movie as 
things are exposed and hanging down from 
the ceiling and the normally bright halls are 
dark and dank. 

“I just want it to be done and over with,” 
said Adrianna Martin, freshman.

 Vaswani said the air conditioning was in 
desperate need of replacement and should 
be done by March, if everything stays on 
schedule.

Another new project is the creation of 
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three Special Education classrooms. 
While students and teachers have started 

to move into the classroom, additional  
work is being done after school and on 
weekends so that the sounds of drills and 
the pungent smell of paint doesn’t disturb 
the students said Vaswani.

The Special Education classrooms are 
being modifi ed to better suit the needs of 
those students.

Vaswani said the project is designed 
to provide sinks and  
other household 
items to teach Special 
Education students 
life skills and should 
be completed in the 
near future. 

The last project includes adding to the 
network bandwidth and the adding to the 
campus’s wireless internet connection.

Soon the school’s connection to various 
networks and the internet will be turned 
into a wireless connection (Wi-Fi). 
Vaswani said the bandwidth also will be 
increased allowing more students to be 
online at a time. 

There has not been any word on when 
this will be started and/or completed. 

“Finally, the school is becoming more 
modern,” said Jordan Villa, freshman.

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Flu H1N1 vaccinations
For the parents of Fort Campbell students:
In a few weeks, you will have the oppor-

tunity to help protect your child against 
seasonal infl uenza, the fl u, and the H1N1 
fl u virus during your child’s school day.  
Blanchfi eld Army Community Hospital 

(BACH) staff members want to help you 
keep your children safe and healthy during 
the upcoming fl u season. The fl u vaccine is 
the single most effective measure that can 
be taken to resist the fl u!
 The following information will assist you 

in making an informed decision about al-
lowing your child to receive the vaccina-
tion during the school day.
•This is a voluntary program.  Your child 

will be vaccinated only if you give permis-
sion.
•You are welcome to be there when we 

give the vaccinations, but this is not re-
quired.
•The child may refuse the vaccination 

even if you have given permission. 
o If this happens, we recommend that you 

take your child to their assigned Primary 
care or immunization clinic so that you are 
by their side to offer support.
• We have the fl u mist as well as the fl u 

shot this year.  We rely on the Infl uenza 
screening sheet (explained below) to deter-
mine which type of vaccination to admin-
ister.
• Children aged 6 months through 8 years 

need only 1 dose of vaccine in 2012–13 if 
they have received any of the following: 1) 
2 or more doses of seasonal infl uenza vac-
cine since July 1, 2010. 2) 2 or more doses 
of seasonal infl uenza vaccine before July 1, 
2010, and 1 or more doses of monovalent 
2009(H1N1) vaccine; or 3) 1 or more doses 
of seasonal infl uenza vaccine before July 1, 
2010, and 1 or more doses of seasonal in-
fl uenza vaccine since July 1, 2010.
 **Children for whom one of these condi-

tions is not met require 2 doses of infl uenza 
vaccine in 2012–2013, 2nd dose must be 
obtained at your child’s Primary Care clin-
ic at least 4 weeks after administration of 
dose #1 at your child’s school.
•Your child’s school will send you four 

sheets (only one of these sheets should 
be signed and sent back to your child’s 
school): 
oThe Reason for Not Consenting sheet 

(on the back of this sheet) to be fi lled out 
ONLY if you do not want your child to 
receive the fl u vaccination. If you fi ll out 
this sheet you should not fi ll out the Annual 
Infl uenza Vaccine Screening & Consent 

sheet.
o The Annual Infl uenza Vaccine Screen-

ing & Consent sheet (1 sheet) is the health 
screening and health history. Completing 
and signing this sheet gives BACH staff 
permission to vaccinate your child. Sign 
and return this sheet to allow your child to 
receive the vaccination.
o The Vaccine Information sheet (2 differ-

ent sheets, both front and back) is simply 
an informational document on infl uenza 
shot and mist.  No signatures are required 
and you may keep this sheet.
We thank you for your support in help-

ing to keep your child and other children 
healthy by participating in annual vacci-
nations.  We look forward to helping your 
child avoid the seasonal and H1N1 fl u this 
year!
