Persuasive Essay

Writing Prompt – “Why and how would you convince a person to move to your civilization?” or “Why and how would you convince a person to stay away from your civilization?” 


- The essay will include an introductory paragraph (thesis statement, name of civilization, time period, 
geographical location, etc.), a concluding paragraph, and address all four themes. The minimum length of 
the essay is six well-developed paragraphs.

- Research will be documented on a Works Cited page (Bibliography in MLA format) and attached to the 


essay.

- The persuasive essay and PowerPoint will be presented to and assessed by your classmates beginning on 
December 5th.
Construct Map

Construct one or more maps that will help “persuade” your audience: 


- Maps will be authentic, dated, and reflect the development of your civilization as compared to the known 
world at the time of your essay. 



- The map will focus on the theme of geography and show both the physical features (mountains, deserts, 
bodies of water, natural resources, etc.) and human features (trade/migration routes, cities, borders, etc.) of 
your civilization. 


- Maps will include a legend or key (what symbols represent, scale in miles/kilometers, etc.).
