An example, supply your civilization and specifics. Use your imagination - so do not copy exactly what I write:

If you value your life, stay away from the Cat People's civilization, especially if you are a rodent. They dominate this 25th century world and they are a cruel and ruthless bunch. I cannot imagine anyone wanting to visit, let alone live, in this repressive feline culture. Since I am stuck here and cannot leave, all I can do is to warn you against even thinking about coming to this mouse-sacrificing culture where the tom cats rule. .....

Or -

Come and live in with us in our wonderful Feline Empire. All Cats are equal and we all enjoy the benefits of our advanced 25th century civilization. Our weather is mild, we have very little standing water to avoid, our Tomcat-Priests follow every ritual when sacrificing those upstart rodents, and we trace our lineage back to the Egyptian Cat-mummies. How much more purr-fection could you ask for in a civilization when ...?

Also, another student asked for some clarification about the projects, so I am including my response to her: 

First of all, yes to all three - a PowerPoint, essay, and map are all required to convince someone to move to/stay away from your civilization. As far as the tense, it must be in the past present tense - in other words, you are living during a certain time period of your civilization and are trying to convince others to either come to or stay away from it. There are several different ways you can approach this. For example, if your civilization is at its high point and everything is going great, explain why a person should move and become a part of it. If it is one of those civilizations that have negative aspects, even if it is at its high point (the Aztecs, for instance), explain why a person should stay away. Conversely, if the time period you chose is at the beginning of the civilization and hardships are expected, or during the downfall of the civilization when everything is coming apart, you might explain the opportunities someone might realize and encourage them to come to your civilization, or the difficulties they might encounter during this period and advise them to stay away. Whatever approach you choose, remember that you are a person living in this civilization and you are writing/presenting the reasons for or against your classmates coming to live in it.

The specific information for the essay and map are found in the Time Traveler packet, and information about the PowerPoint is located at my web page. Remember - the themes that must be addressed in both the PowerPoint presentation and the persuasive essay are space and place (geography), culture, science and technology, and time/continuity/change (history). 

Is there any specific format (font, size, no pics, no word art, slides must transition on their own, no animation, ect.) or can we do mustly what we would like to influence to listener to come to our civilization?

The only requirements are that I want short "bullet" statements on the slides that you explain and build on, not paragraphs of information that you read off the slide, and that all four themes are addressed in the required number of slides. As far as font size, your audience needs to be able to read it. I use a size 32 Arial font in the slides that I present to the class, but a font size of 18 or 20 will suffice, depending on the type of font you select. I would not go any smaller than that. Otherwise, be as creative as you can - pictures, animation, sounds, transitions, etc. - all add to the effectiveness of your presentation.
