Honors 9 World History - Mr. Puhr 
Welcome to Honors History. This course will provide an interdisciplinary opportunity for students to explore chronological and thematic perspectives of World History and Literature from the time of ancient civilizations through the Renaissance. This course features a strong focus on student research and interdisciplinary connections concerning world conditions which have shaped and changed governments, societies and concepts of world communities. Goals of classroom activities include an emphasis on analytical and interpretative thinking, writing, discussion, speaking, and research activities. A year-long Time Traveler production consisting of independent research and projects on an assigned civilization is a key component of this course. Honors 9 leads into the Honors Literature/World History 10 course and prepares the student for AP courses in their junior and senior years. Below are a few things that I feel need to be emphasized in order for you to be successful in this class.

Class Rules:
1. All students are expected to comply with the rules in the Student Handbook and the Student Code of Conduct.
2. Class rules are as follows:
· Be respectful and considerate of others. This includes your fellow students, your teachers, and the school staff.

· Be on time to class and in your assigned seat when the bell rings.

· Be ready to learn – have textbook, notebook, and a pen/pencil for every class session.
· Be responsible for yourself and your actions, especially in the areas of conduct, homework, and other assignments.

· Be honest in your efforts. Cheating and plagiarism will not be tolerated and will result in a “0” for the assignment and an administrative discipline referral.

· Use the restroom before or after class. Unless it is an actual emergency, you will not be allowed to leave the room once class has started.
Grading:

1. Your 9-week grade will be based on homework/in-class assignments, quizzes, chapter/unit exams, class participation, and reports/projects associated with the Time Traveler production. Save your quizzes and tests because these are your Semester Exam study guide.

2. Grading will follow the scale listed in the student handbook. 

3. Reading the textbook and completing homework assignments are critical parts of understanding the material and being successful in this class.
4. You are required to take notes in class. For this reason, you need to purchase either a binder and notebook paper or a spiral notebook to keep your notes. Do not keep your notes, homework, graded papers, etc. in your textbook. This breaks the book’s binding and ruins the book. Any papers found in the textbook will be thrown away.

5. You need to purchase a 2-inch 3-ring binder to use as your Time Traveler portfolio. This is not a classroom binder and will only be used for Time Traveler assignments. The Time Traveler production will be discussed at a later date.

6. Assignments are due on the date specified. Late assignments will receive a maximum grade of 60%. Assignments not turned in within a week of the due date will receive a “0”. Three  missing homework assignments will result in a referral to the afterschool homework program. If you are absent, it is your responsibility to collect the required make-up work from me and turn it in by the date I specify.
