Nurse’s Corner 
We are well into the cold and flu season.  Here 
are some things you can do at home to keep 
your family healthy; 
 Encourage your children to wash their hands 
frequently to prevent the transmission of germs.   
Wash “high touch” areas frequently such as computer keyboards, 
door knobs, light switches, telephones… 
Drink lots of fluids, especially water. 
Get plenty of rest. 
Do Not send your children to school if they have had a fever, vomit-
ing or diarrhea within the past 24 hours.   
If your child has Pink Eye, do Not send them to school until they 
have been on antibiotics for at least 24 hours.   This helps to pre-
vent other students and faculty from getting and spreading the same 
illness your child has.  
Please check your child’s scalp and hair for head lice and nits 
(eggs), if you see they are scratching at their heads..  And treat it 
asap.  Now is a good time to discuss sharing hats, brushes, hair 
bands, coats… with other children.  If your child has or goes to a 
sleepover, send them with their own pillow and wash it when they 
come home.   
Please make sure the school has your correct phone numbers 
and emergency contacts for your child.  There is nothing worse than 
a medical emergency and we cannot reach you!

Conflict is a normal part of children's lives. Helping 
your child develop the skills to manage conflict effi-
ciently and rationally will assist him/her in healthier 
and happier relationships with others at home and at 
school. 
Here are some general steps to help you guide your child 
in this process: 
 
1.Set the stage for WIN-WIN outcomes: help children lis-
ten to each other's points of view and look for ways to 
solve the problem that everyone can agree to. 
2.Have the children state their own needs and concerns: 
how each child sees the problem. 
3.Help children listen to the other person and understand 
their needs and concerns: think of the problem as some-
thing they can solve together. 
4.Help children think of different ways to solve the 
problem: come up with creative ways as this helps iden-
tify ideas that were not thought of before. 
5.Build win-win solutions: sort through list of options 
and choose what works for both. 
Put the solution into action.
