Hello Everybod

Welcome to a new school year here at André Lucas Elementary School. We have started
strong and everyone is already hard at work setting the course for a great year. Teachers are ad-
ministering assessments to target their teaching and align with our curriculum standards as well as
our school improvement goals. I thought I would take this opportunity to clarify some language
and answer some questions that parents and community members often have about curriculum
standards:

What are curriculum standards?

Curriculum standards outline the content that will be taught in each curricular area. They are the
standard accepted expectations of skills that students should master in each curriculum area. For
example, a second grade standard in the area of Mathematics as Problem Solving reads, “Students
should be engaged in problem solving activities so that they are able to write number sentences to
solve realistic problems.” Another example would be a fifth grade standard in the area of Reading
which reads, “Students explain the author’s choice of words and form generalizations. Students
will increase vocabulary through interactions with media and technological resources.”

‘Who develops these standards?

DoDEA has recently adopted the Common Core Standards. You can find out more information

What does “standards-based” mean?

This means that ALL of our content, assessment, and instructional decisions are made based on
the DoDEA curriculum standards.

What can parents do to help?

Parents should become familiar with the curriculum standards as well as the school’s mission
statements and goals. Communicate with your child’s teacher(s) and re-enforce these both at
school and at home. During discussions with the teacher(s), ask them how your child is progress-
ing according to the standards. Older children should be able to tell you which standards they are
working on in school and how their work relates to the standards. More importantly, if you have a
question, ask us here at school. We are here to give you answers.

What about health and wellness?
We are particularly working with student climate and expectations for behaviors as we build a
caring school community. Bullying will not be tolerated here at Lucas, and we are working hard
to ensure a safe work and play environment for our students. We are also refocusing on the health
and fitness. We are offering a better menu in the cafeteria and our reward systems this year will

take fitness opportunities into account.

As always, parents are encouraged to be our active partners here at the school. Please know that
your presence here is not only welcomed, but encouraged.

DITIONS AND HAVE NOT BEEN ON ANTIBIOTICS OR OTHER TREATMENT FOR AT
LEAST 24 HOURS.

HAVE A BAD COUGH, EXTREMELY RUNNY NOSE OR DIFFICULTY BREATHING.

Please keep your school nurse informed of any changes in your child’s medical concerns.
The more aware we are about your child’s health, the better we can care for them while at
school.

“It will be a violation of Board policy to possess an
animal in a Fort Campbell Schools building or on
a Fort Campbell Schools campus during school
hours or activities, including drop-off or pick-up
of students before and after school.

In all instances, pets must be handled according to
all installation policies. Fort Campbell Schools re-
serves the right to have any bothersome animal
removed from its grounds. Owners are responsible
for having their pets leashed or caged and for re-
moving any waste materials from school grounds.”

No changes in transportation will be made
via telephone. We must receive a re-
quest in writing either by email or hard
copy. We encourage you to make any
requests at least 30 minutes prior to the
end of school. Please know that we are
aware that emergency situations may
arise, in which case, contact the school
and we will work with you toward an ap-
propriate solution.
