A NOTE FROM THE NURSE

We had a great turnout for our
annual flu vaccinations this year!

112 students, 80 parents, and 31 staff
members received the vaccine at
school. Including those who have
received the vaccine at other
locations, approximately 48% of our
students and 62% of our staff have
been immunized against the flu.

Tuesday Totters had a successful
“Kick-Off". Students logged a total of
565 laps around the mapped out
course despite not having all classes
participate due the weather. We
also had a few staff members that
joined in and added another 12 laps
to our total number of laps. Our goal
is to average 2500 laps per month, for
a total of 20,000 laps as a school by
the end of the school year!
