At Scott two periods of each seven-period day are used for classes that include band, chorus, general music, art, health, physical education, study skills, drama, creative thinking skills, career awareness, and computer applications.  

Seventh grade students may select band or chorus as a year long activity class that would take up one of those periods.  If a student does not select chorus or band they will be rotated through the other activity course offerings. All students will be taking a quarter of PE and a quarter of health. Student’s selecting band or chorus will be expected to participate in performances throughout the school year.  Failure to do so could result in a reduction in the student’s class grade.  
EXCEPTION - Any student whose academic data indicates a need for additional reading support (below the 25th percentile on recent standardized achievement data) may be assigned to a class specially designed to help him/her improve their achievement.  However, if they select band or chorus as one of their activities, they will not have the cycle of classes that includes general music, art, health, computer applications, study skills, drama, career awareness, and physical education.  The additional class to provide assistance in reading becomes their second activity class.
