        In math, we are beginning to work on collecting data and organizing the information into graphs.  The graph study will help students use the information by finding the median (middle number), mode (number that occurs the most frequently), and range (the difference from the least to the greatest number).  It will also help students to make a good choice for graph style, interpret data, and become more familiar using graphs in problem-solving and Terra Nova testing.  We will also begin to work on learning times tables and problem-solving strategies.  This week’s math homework will focus on times tables. 
   In reading, we have one more assignment for Muggie Maggie.  We will work in groups to summarize the main ideas and answer lingering questions about the story.
