        In math, we continue to work on using the addition properties and strategies.  The Commutative, Identity, and Associative Properties provide the strategies for finding sums.  We worked a great deal on grouping addend to make ten (or twenty) and adding the remaining addend to the zero, the Identity Property.  This strategy eliminates the need for counting on fingers.  It also helps students see that equations can be changed around which is the Commutative Property.  We put facts together by using parenthesis, the Associative Property, so the remaining addends can be isolated and easily added on to the total. These strategies and properties are the underpinning for algebra and they are concepts that help students see addition patterns.  
   In reading, we chose Native American legends from the library and we are reading for understanding, sequencing and summarizing the story to create a legend.  We will web, write and illustrate this week.
  In social studies we are learning about Native American culture, how they lived in the past, and how they live in communities now.  Projects are due on Wednesday.  .
