Subjects
· The subject of a sentence tells who or what the sentence is about.

· The subject of a sentence must be a noun and/or pronoun.

· Noun- person, place, thing, or idea

· Proper noun- (specific, always capitalize) Carly, Brewster, Sears 

· Common noun- (not specific, don’t capitalize) girl, school, store

· Pronoun- takes the place of a noun in a sentence

· Pronouns used in subject (I, you, he, she, it, we, they)

· They are other pronouns. However, they will not be found in the subject of a sentence. (me, him, her, them, us- found in the predicate) (my, our, his, her, its, their, your- pronouns that show possession)
Verbs
· Action Verb- a word that shows action (run, jump, look, swim, talk, etc.)
· Helping Verb- must sit with an action verb in a sentence, it tells when the action takes place (am, is, are, was, were, will, shall, did, etc.)
· Linking Verb- stands alone, expresses a state of being
· A linking verb usually does one of these three things:
· describes the subject (My bag stinks.)
· links the subject to an adjective that describes the subject (She looks funny.)

· links the subject to a word or phrase that renames the subject (She is a clown.)
