PHOTOSTORY PROJECT

When you type/write your draft of the PhotoStory narration, skip lines so that we can revise and edit on Monday. You WILL be extremely behind in class on Monday if you have not completed your draft. The more effort you put in now, the easier it will be to improve your work next week. Below, you will find guidelines for writing each section of your narration.
Introduction: Find an interesting way to introduce your person and establish their relevance in society. (Consider one these examples: Start with an intriguing description that brings the person to life for the reader. For an action-packed beginning, describe a major event in his/her life (leading a protest, making a speech, winning the World Series, etc.), then the remainder of your narration would explain what events led to that action. To help your viewer make a personal connection, introduce the individual as though you are he/she and describe your feelings about your life.) 

Important Life Events: Remember, you don’t want to bore the reader with a list of facts about the person’s life. Don’t tell everything that happened. Decide what events are most important at molding or shaping your individual into the person (actor, singer, civil rights leader, writer, scientist, baseball player, etc.) that impacted society.
Conclusion: You want the conclusion of your PhotoStory to establish the accomplishments of your individual and the way he/she impacted society. Be creative! Try using quotes, words from songs or books he/she wrote, description of memorials, etc. to establish the legacy of your individual.
