Questions for Revising:

IDEAS

· Do I name the book, author, and character being analyzed  in paragraph one?

· Does the first paragraph state the three character traits that will be described in the paper?

· Do the middle three paragraphs explain an important character trait by listing specific details for support?

ORGANIZATION

· Do I have an introduction, three body paragraphs, and a conclusion?

· Do the transitions in my writing make sense?

VOICE

· Do I write in first person? (Do I use I, me, my, or you in the first four paragraphs?) If so, this needs to be corrected in your paper. The only paragraph that may be written in first person is the conclusion. 

· Do I sound knowledgeable about the book through the details in my writing? 

WORD CHOICE

· Have I used interesting descriptions that help the reader to better understand my character? Stay away from things like nice, smart, etc.

SENTENCE FLUENCY

· Do I use a variety of sentence patterns?

· Are my sentences clear and easy to understand?

Questions for Editing:

PUNCTUATION

· Do I use end punctuation after all my sentences? (Read work one sentence at a time.)

· Do I use commas after introductory words or phrases and items in a series?
· Do I use appropriate punctuation when writing quotations from my book? (Punctuation always comes before quotation marks, unless the quotation marks begin the sentence.)
CAPITALIZATION

· Do I start all my sentences with capital letters?

· Do I capitalize proper nouns and words in titles?

SPELLING

· Did I confuse homophones or words that are similar?  (they’re/there/their, to/too/two, were/where)

· Have I spelled all my words correctly? (Read work backward, checking each word individually.)

GRAMMAR / MECHANICS
· Do I use correct verb forms? (had gone, not had went)

· Do I use complete sentences that make sense?

· Do I have run-on sentences that should be corrected?

When submitting your final draft, check these things:

· Is my peer-response sheet completed and ready to be turned in?

· Is this checklist for editing and revising completed?

· Do I have my rough draft with corrections to turn in along with my final draft?

· Did I include the proper heading in the top right-hand corner of my paper? (Name, Date, and Period)

· Did I double-space my writing?

· Did I indent the first line of each paragraph?

· Did I center my title at the top of my paper?
