GRADING POLICY

Nine week grades will be determined according to the following formula:





50%…..Participation





30%…..Practice Logs




20%…..Tests/Quizzes

Tests/Quizzes:  Short playing quizzes (given weekly) and written tests (twice a quarter) will be given in class to test the students’ knowledge of assigned material.  Students who miss a quiz must take a make-up quiz. 

Practice Logs:  Students must practice outside of the classroom in order to refine their skills on this new instrument.  Every Monday, at the start of class, a practice log must be turned in that outlines the amount of time spent practicing and exactly what they practiced.  This must be signed by the parents every night of the week that practice occurred.
Participation:  All classroom activities except tests and quizzes are part of the student’s participation grade.  The participation grade is primarily an effort grade.  Not all students have a natural gift for music, but all students are capable of achieving a good (or even excellent) grade in participation if they follow all classroom rules and procedures!

ABSENCES

If a student it absent from class, it is the student’s responsibility to request his/her make up work.  If a quiz was missed, the student must request a make up date from the teacher for that quiz.  Please keep in mind that after a week following the absence the work may not be made up!

SUBSTITUTE

If at any time this teacher should be absent, students are expected to be on their best behavior!  Students who misbehave for the substitute will be given a 60 minute, after school, “working” detention (parents will be given notice prior to the detention date).
