CLDS Required Immunizations

School Year 07-08
· Diphtheria, Tetanus, Pertussis

Four doses – one must be given after the 4th birthday

If the fourth dose is given before the 4th birthday, a booster (fifth) dose is needed after the 4th birthday.
Td or Tdap booster -   at age 11-12 years old (if 5 years elapsed since the last dose)

· Hepatitis A

Two doses (6 months apart)

· Hepatitis B

Three doses  (no matter what year the child was born in)
· Hemophilus influenzae, type b  (e.g., Hib, Hib-HepB, DtaP-Hib)

Two to four doses

(Hib is not routinely given to children 5 years old and older)

· Polio

(IPV, Dtap-HepB-IPV, OPV)

Three doses – one dose must be given after the 4th birthday.
If dose 3 is given after the 4th birthday, dose 4 is not needed.

· Meningococcal

(MCV4)

One dose for all children at the age of 11-12.

· Measles, Mumps, Rubella  

(MMR, MMRV)

Two doses  (two must be after the first birthday)
· Varicella

(Var, MMRV)

One dose, unless you have had chickenpox.
Compliance window is 10 school days
