With your son/daughter having insulin dependent diabetes, our school needs certain information and orders from your child’s physician along with items from you as the parent.  Our goal is to assist your son/daughter in being successful in managing the diabetes while in school to enable him/her to meet their potential educationally.

A written diabetic school plan needs to be developed according to your childs’s needs.  Below you will find some questions to assist  your physician and you in giving us the information that will help us meet your son/daughter’s needs.
