Please note the following school health procedures as we work together to ensure a healthy, safe environment for all students.

1. If your child is to receive any medications at school, prescribed or over the counter, it must be delivered to the school by an adult, in a pharmacy labeled container.  The parent/guardian must sign a Camp Lejeune Dependent School Permission form before any medications will be administered.

2. If your child has an undiagnosed RASH, yellow or green eye, ear, or nose drainage, 

please check with your physician or school nurse before sending your child to school.  This will help decrease the chances of the spread of a communicable disease.

3. A child with a temperature of 100.5  degrees or greater, vomiting, or with diarrhea will be sent home.  The child must be fever free for 24 hours before returning to school.

4.  Random head lice screenings will conducted at school.  If your child has head lice   

     detected at home or school you may obtain a prescription from your school nurse for 

     treatment.  Your child must be NIT FREE before he/she can return to school and 

     rechecked by the school nurse before returning to the classroom.

5. Yearly vision and hearing screenings will be conducted on children in K, 1st, 3rd, 5th, and 7th grades.  You will be notified only if the child FAILS any of the screenings.

Please feel free to contact your school nurse with any concerns about any child in any grade or if you need assistance in obtaining medical services for your child.

6. Since accidents and illnesses do occur during the school day, it is important that the

main school office has the most current home phone number, work numbers, and an

emergency contact for your child.  This ensures that the parent/guardian can be notified, in the event your child becomes ill or injured.
