	-stretches from Saudi Arabia and Turkey in the west to the eastern parts of China and Japan

	
	-has many regions: North, West, Central, South, Southeast, and East Asia.

	
	-many climates, landforms, people, histories

	
	-Ancient civilizations → Harrappa, Mesopotamia, Shang China

	
	-separated from Europe by Ural mountains

	
	-more mountains than any other continent

	
	

	Himalayas
	-make up the heart of Asia

	
	-mountain range

	
	-tallest mountain peak → Mt. Everest

	
	-form the southern border of the Tibetan plateau

	
	

	Tibetan Plateau
	-a high mountain plain where many powerful rivers began

	
	

	Archipelago
	-group or chain of islands

	
	

	Japan
	-ones of several island chains off the shores of Asia

	
	

	Himalayas
	-wall of mountains

	
	-means “snowy range” in Sanskirt

	
	-stretches across central Asia for 1,500 miles

	
	-many peaks over 25, 000 ft. high

	
	-form world’s highest natural wall

	
	-divides India and Nepal from Tibet and China

	
	-change climate → block clouds that blow north from Indian Ocean → cause large amounts of rain on ocean side and small amounts of rain on northern side (rain falls only during one season)

	
	

	Gobi Desert
	-rocky, almost treeless region in N. China

	
	

	Monsoons
	-rain clouds brought to the regions by seasonal winds

	
	-important crops depend on rain the summer monsoons bring each year → rice, sorghum, millet, chickpeas
