	-once called Constantinople in Turkey

	
	-city crosses two continents

	
	-extends across both sides of the Bosporus Strait (which separates Asia from eastern Europe)

	
	-Greek means “in the city”

	
	-remained center of Ottoman Empire until 1918

	
	-largest city in Turkey

	
	

	Anatolia
	-now called Turkey

	
	-called this during Byzantine Empire

	
	-1300’s settled by people called Turks (were Muslims from Central Asia)

	
	

	Osman
	-rallied Turkish warriors in 1301

	
	-led Turks to 1st victory against the Byzantine Empire

	
	-followers → Osmanlis → Ottomans

	
	-his empire surrounded Constantinople

	
	

	Battle for Constantinople
	-1453

	
	-Constantinople – had strongest defense

	
	                          - surrounded on 3 sides by sea

	
	                          - had to break through massive stone walls
                            to get inside city

	
	-Ottoman Empire – had newest and largest cannons in

                                Europe 

	
	-May 29, 1453 – Ottomans fired heavily and the Byzantine

                            Empire ended after more than 1, 00 years

	
	

	Sultans
	-supreme rulers who governed he Ottoman Empire

	
	-passed control to oldest or favorite son

	
	

	Grand Muftis
	-religious leaders who interpreted the laws of Islam and applied them to life in the Ottoman Empire

	
	

	slaves
	-chosen by gov’t. workers

	
	-boys who were 8 or older

	
	-trained to do many jobs → craft workers, surgeons, architects

	
	

	Sinan
	-boy drafted into service (slave)

	
	-son of Anatolian stoneworker

	
	-became Suleyman’s chief architect

	
	-designed dozens of libraries, hospitals, and colleges

	
	-built school for orphans and soup kitchen for poor

	
	-greatest achievements → mosque designed for Suleyman (mosque still stands in Istanbul)

	
	

	Ottoman Empire
	-victory began a new era of Muslim rule in part of Europe

	
	

	Sultan Suleyman
	-controlled Ottoman Empire at its peak 1520-1566

	
	-empire sprawled over 3 continents (included Jerusalem): Europe, Asia, Africa

	
	-almost all of his assistants, soldiers and closet advisors were slaves

	
	

	Life in Istanbul
	-all routes by land and sea led to Istanbul

	
	-Coffee from southern Arabia

	
	-Egyptian’s brought rice

	
	-African’s brought gold

	
	-Russians brought furs

	
	-Jews from Spain fled to Istanbul

	
	-Christians from Europe moved here

	
	-Jobs → guards, weavers, armor-makers, horse tenders, gardeners, court musicians, painters, poets
