Oral Presentation with Visual Aide Book Assessment
Description of the task:


The student is to read a novel on his/her appropriate reading level. The student is to make a visual aide to demonstrate his/her knowledge of the plot, setting, characters, genre, and theme; this poster must be divided to represent each of the five literary elements. This visual aide is to be made using a poster board. The student will give an oral presentation for approximately 3-5 minutes in front of his/her peers.

Goals of the task:

· To demonstrate their understanding of the plot, setting, characters, genre, and theme (orally and visually).
· To demonstrate listening and speaking skills.
