 Power Point Book Assessment Rubric

Description of the task:


The student is to read a novel on his/her appropriate reading level. The student must create a minimum of six slides. Slide pages must include: 

· Each slide must contain text, graphic, transitions and sound.

· Slide 1 – Title of novel, Author, Student name, Date, Period #

· Slide 2 – Title (Genre), name of genre and explanation

· Slide 3 – Title (Theme), theme of novel (author’s message)

· Slide 4 – Title (Setting), setting of novel, description and details

· Slide 5 – Title (Characters), (Bullet the names of the main characters and list pertinent information about each character listed that is relevant to the novel’s plot.)

· Slides 6+ - Title (Plot), summarize the plot to include important details (no more than 10 sentences). 

Power Point Presentation must be properly saved onto a hard disk or CD. Empty disks or CD’s will be marked as a late grade.

Goals of the task:

· To read a novel on his/her appropriate reading level.

· To create an organized and sequenced, Microsoft Power Point Presentation from scratch.

· To incorporate technology with literature.
