1. Communicate -to pass information, thought, or feeling so that it is satisfactorily received or   understood
2. Estimate-to judge the approximate value, size, or cost of on the basis of experience rather than actual measurement
3. Observation-to watch carefully
4. Infer-to arrive at as a conclusion based on past experience
5. Classify-systematic arrangement in groups or categories an adequate, fixed, or suitable limit or amount

6. Operational Definition-a description of an object or an event based on the way you experienced it.

7. Predict-to declare in advance, foretell on the basis of observation, experience, or reasoning
8. Hypothesis- something not proved but assumed to be true for purposes of argument or further study or investigation. Educated guess

9. Formulate- to put in systematic form: state definitely and clearly
10. Measure- an adequate, fixed, or suitable limit or amount
