Left Side of the Page
· Write down character information 

· Identify protagonists and antagonists

· Enter a drawing, related photo, or sketch of a scene
· Keep track of the plot by writing notes
· Jot down key words and concepts, noting page numbers
· Find a quote that connects to the concept; record it and explain your rationale 

· Describe the settings of the novel
· Identify literary elements such as flashback and foreshadowing, noting page numbers
Right Side of the Page
· Paraphrase or clarify items 

· Pose questions about the information 

· Form and express an opinion 

· Predict outcomes or next steps 

· Create a metaphor that captures the essence of the information/issue 

· Formulate and record a contradictory perspective – I disagree with ____________because…

· Write a reflection on the information or experience 

· Find a quote that connects to the concept; record it and explain your rationale

Group Meeting Form – Must Include All of the Following

Choose the best information from your double entry journal for each of the following:

· Key Words – Identify and define 3-5 words that are either unfamiliar to you or key to the story. 

· Questions for Group Discussion – Write 2-3 open ended, thought provoking, questions to discuss during the group meeting.  Include book pages to help everyone quickly find the place in the book to which you are referring. 

· Connections to Real Life- Make 1-2 connections between the information/text and your own life, another text, and/or the world 

· Quotes – Write down 1-2 important quotes and your rationale –Include page numbers  

· Prediction – Predict what comes next.
· “I think…”- your insights into theme or main idea and your reflection on the information you read.
