To help your child raise money the fun and easy way, you are encouraged to use the 
online fund-raising tool found at American heart.org/jump, then click the link “I am 
ready”.  Your child can personalize his or her own Web page and include a message 
about why he or she is participating in Jump Rope for Heart. Next, send e-mails to friends 
and family to ask for support. After you have completed raising money online, print your 
child’s online donation report and include it inside the collection envelop. Refer to the 
collection envelop to see how easy and fun online fund raising is. The song our students
