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Word Wall Words


We have been adding words each week to our word wall.  Each week, we will have two words from each grade level of the Dolch word lists. Make cards with the word on them for games or flashcard drills. 


Point out the words in books that you read together and encourage your child to do the same. 


Quiz your child while riding in the car or let your child quiz you.
