Working With Words/WORD WALL
Spelling  and phonemic patterns are taught during Word Work. We teach children how to spell not what to spell. There is a special emphasis on phonics and phonemic patterns in words.

(varied and flexible, see assignment chart in room)
(Shared Reading---usually conducted in groups with a big book or large text. Teacher and students work together on reading, listening and speaking skills. There is a special emphasis on phonemic awareness skills and conventions of language. Students revisit familiar texts and new selections

(Buddy Reading, Sustained Silent Reading

· Teachers pull  Emergent, Transitional and  Independent Guided Reading Groups while other students are busy with other Reading tasks.
