Homework and Baggy Books  

All Homework is based on concepts covered in class. 
Our curriculum is based on the DODEA Standards outlined in the DODEA website www.dodea.edu

Homebase Homework will begin September 5. 

Homebase HW is every Monday and Wednesday night. Homebase HW will come home in a packet with about 2 months worth of assignments enclosed. Work is turned in to the child’s homebase teacher the morning after it is assigned. Contact your child’s teacher if you have any questions or concerns about your child’s homework.

Baggy Books will begin by September 7. 
It is a school-wide expectation that every child reads for at least 15 minutes every night. As part of their morning routine, students return their baggy books and signed reading logs to school. We do check baggy books and make sure that reading logs are being signed. 

Math Homework will begin September 11.

Math Homework is every Tuesday and Thursday night. Math homework is assigned by your child’s math teacher and will come home in their backpacks the night it is to be completed. Math HW is turned in the following morning to your child’s math teacher.

CHECK BOOKBAGS AND HOMEWORK FOLDERS ON A DAILY BASIS FOR IMPORTANT PAPERS!

Procedures
Arrival--- doors open at 8:30. Breakfast opens at 8:00. Tardy Bell rings at 8:45. Students must get a late pass from the office before entering class. If students are not eating breakfast they should not be at school before 8:15. They will be unsupervised until 8:15. Teachers are often in meetings in the morning before school.

Dismissal--- If normal dismissal routine changes, you MUST send in a note or call the office. Teachers wait with car riders on the front sidewalk. Students meeting older siblings meet at the red pole. Parents may park and meet their student as we exit the building out the double doors by the gym. In case of heavy rains, walkers and car riders are held in the gym until parents arrives.
Early check outs must go through the office.

ALL visitors must check in at the office and get a pass.

Snack--- Students will be provided a healthy snack daily FREE of charge. Please do not send in snacks with your child. Our school was the fortunate recipient of a grant from the USDA to fund this wonderful program. Please make sure food allergies are noted on your child’s locator card.
Extra Change of Clothes--- in case of accidents (bathroom, mud puddle, art work spill, etc.)
Please send in a change of clothes in a labeled Ziploc bag. School can be a messy place on a daily basis. We sit on the floor. We paint. We climb on the playground. We use markers, cut and glue throughout the day. 

Please check your child’s Special schedule and note when PE and Art days are occurring. Sneakers are required for PE participation. Sneakers are also the safest shoes to wear during the school day. They provide traction on playground equipment and in the classroom. 
School Nurse, advice and meds

Locator card--- email address, cell numbers, emergency contacts.   We communicate with parents through email VERY frequently. Let us know if any of this information changes 
NO toys at school.
Field Trips---It is a school board policy that the travel time involved cannot be longer than the actual trip. Our field trips correlate with the Standards that we are teaching and must be pre-approved through the office. Younger siblings may not ride on school activity buses.
LABEL EVERYTHING THAT YOUR CHILD BRINGS TO SCHOOL! Backpacks, lunch boxes, sweaters, jackets, etc. Lost and Found is the big wooden box located in the hallway between the gym and the cafeteria. Please check it periodically. 

Spanish  Students receive 90 minutes of Spanish instruction a week. 

Assessments---JPS has 3 formal assessment collection periods during the school year. Formal School-wide Assessments are completed in Writing, Reading and Word Recognition at the beginning of the year, the middle of the year and again at the end of the year. We use the assessment information to guide our instruction throughout the year. There are many informal assessments that occur in ALL the curriculum areas throughout the year in each individual classroom. 
Report cards go home every nine weeks. The first report card will be given to parents at a conference held in November. Teachers are available for conferences at any time. Please contact us to set up an appointment.
PTO---Please JOIN the PTO. They are a strong supporter of all our programs at JPS. 

Volunteers---Please sign up in classrooms as needed. If there is not a need in your child’s classroom, please volunteer in other places in the school, such as the Library, Publishing House, and PTO committees.  It is a school-wide policy that younger siblings may not accompany parents during volunteer time. 

The Wounded Warriors and School of Infantry are our Adopt-A-Unit and spend many volunteer hours helping in our school.

Library--- Library is visited weekly as a class or in small groups during Reading Workshop. Students are allowed to change library books each day on their own. 

LUNCH--- It cuts down on the confusion at lunch time, if you pre-pay for lunches. Just send in a check and we will take it to the cafeteria, or you may drop it off yourself with the lunch ladies.  PLEASE HELP YOUR CHILD MEMORIZE THEIR LUNCH NUMBER. It is an important number in our computer system and it also identifies them in the library when they check out books. They will keep the same number the entire time they are enrolled as a student at JPS. 
Feel free to join your child for lunch at any time. Our lunch time is from 12:15-12:45. You must stop at the office and get a visitor’s pass before entering the cafeteria. 

COMPUTER LABS--- JPS has 2 labs equipped with 25 Dell computers and various other pieces of technology equipment. Classes visit the labs for project work in all curriculum areas and as practice and reinforcement of basic skills.
