AP US History Summer Reading List
Welcome to AP US History.  Although you will find this course challenging, I hope that you also discover the thrill and excitement of examining the rich, sometimes turbulent, and very unique historical past of the United States of America.

The A.P. US history course has a dual purpose; it fulfills the DoDDS requirement of a U.S. History course, and it provides the serious student with the opportunity to earn college credit by taking a national test in May. The A.P. Test is very demanding and is scored on a scale of 1-5, with “5” being the highest score. Nationally, in US History, only about 10% earn a score of “5” while approximately 54% earn scores of “3” or higher. Such a score can be a strong asset on a college application to a program that is very selective in its admission policies. However, the A.P. test is very challenging and only thoroughly prepared students can expect success. This thorough preparation includes reading a college text book, out of class readings and preparation, and by meeting the requirements of the teacher on tests, essays and reports.
