The Goal of AVID 
            The goal of the AVID program is to help students become successful in the college preparatory curriculum.  It is designed for students in the middle of their academic class who have previously demonstrated some difficulty in achieving the level of success necessary to earn a degree from a four-year college or university.


The AVID program encourages students to take rigorous, college preparatory courses and emphasizes instruction in the tools students need to master difficult subject-area content and become independent learners.  Coupled with tutoring sessions in all subject areas, these tools allow students to make up for lost opportunities and to exceed their previous levels of accomplishment.
The AVID Mission

To prepare middle and high school students for eligibility and success in four-year colleges and universities

· To provide support for success in a rigorous curriculum

· To encourage participation in mainstream activities

· To increase enrollment in four-year college 

· To help students become educated and responsible participants and leaders in a democratic society

The AVID Students

The AVID program is open to any student in grades 6 through 12 that meet the following qualifications:

· Are identified as having academic leadership and personal potential by parents, teachers, counselors, and students themselves

· Have the desire to attend college

· Have the motivation to prepare for the demanding course requirements of four-year colleges and universities

· Have average to above average academic achievement
The AVID Curriculum

The typical AVID class at QMHS spends half of the block working on tutorials and the other half working on AVID study strategies which include
· Study skills
· Organizational skills

· Communication skills

· Writing skills

· Test-taking skills

· Team-building skills

· Personal development
The AVID classes also take Field trips to colleges, museums and other points of interest.  Guest speakers and other special events round out the AVID curriculum. 
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
