Adobe Photo Creations

Creating Photo Layouts and Album Pages
1. Photo layouts let you create large picture creations, such as scrapbooks, photo collages, or unique photo prints. Photo layouts can be printed on your home printer, ordered online, or saved to your hard drive and sent via e-mail.
a. Album Pages let you create pages you can print for photo albums or to send off for professional printing.

2. Steps to Creating

a. In the Organizer select the picture(s) you want to use.  If you choose multiple, Photoshop will sometimes create multiple pages depending on how you answer following questions.

b. In the Organizer or Editor, click on the Create button on the upper toolbar and then click on Photo Layout or Album Page. (this will open the Editor if not already open)
c. Scroll down and click on Photo Layout

d. Do steps 1-4 on the window that appears.

e. Click to add picture to Photo Creation.  Or you can drag picts from the lower work area in Editor.

f. Adjust size as you see fit.

g. Flatten layers and save.

Creating Greeting Cards

Steps to Creating

1. In the Organizer select the picture(s) you want to use.  If you choose multiple, Photoshop will sometimes create multiple pages depending on how you answer following questions.

2. In the Organizer or Editor, click on the Create button on the upper toolbar. (this will open the Editor if not already open)

3. Scroll down and click on Greeting Cards
4. Do steps 1-4 on the window that appears.

5. Click to add picture to Photo Creation.  Or you can drag picts from the lower work area in Editor.

6. Adjust size as you see fit.

7. Add Text and edit as you see fit.

8. Flatten layers and save.
Creating CD or DVD Jackets or Labels
Steps to Creating

1. In the Organizer select the picture(s) you want to use.  If you choose multiple, Photoshop will sometimes create multiple pages depending on how you answer following questions.

2. In the Organizer or Editor, click on the Create button on the upper toolbar. (this will open the Editor if not already open)

3. Scroll down and click on CD or DVD Jackets/Labels
4. Do steps 1-4 on the window that appears.

5. Click to add picture to Photo Creation.  Or you can drag picts from the lower work area in Editor.

6. Adjust size as you see fit.

7. Add Text and edit as you see fit.

8. Flatten layers and save.
Creating a Slideshow

1. The Slideshow is really a movie file that you are creating.

2. Steps to Creating

1. In the Organizer select the picture(s) you want to use.  If you choose multiple, Photoshop will sometimes create multiple pages depending on how you answer following questions.

2. In the Organizer or Editor, click on the Create button on the upper toolbar. (this will open the Editor if not already open)
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Scroll down and click on Slideshow

4. Wait while a the window to the right opens





5.  In the window that opens use the toolbar on the top to:
· Save Project: This lets you come back to and work on it.

· Output: This creates the slideshow or mini-movie.

· Add more media: Picts, video, sound

· Add Blank Slides
· Add Text

· Full Screen Preview lets you see project without Saving

6. At the bottom of the workspace is a large button you click to add Audio.

7. When done, click on the Output button.  This process will take awhile and you want to answer Yes to the Add to Catalog question.

· This will allow you to create a VCD or DVD later.
Creating VCD or DVD

1. You need a CD or DVD burner to do this.
2. Steps:

a. Create a slideshow movie, or import others into the Organizer.

b. Select the slideshow movie(s)

c. In the Organizer select the picture(s) you want to use.  If you choose multiple, Photoshop will sometimes create multiple pages depending on how you answer following questions.

d. In the Organizer or Editor, click on the Create button on the upper toolbar. (this will open the Editor if not already open)

e. Scroll down and click on VCD or DVD

f. In the window that opens, use the buttons at the top to Add or Remove movies.

g. You’ll likely leave it set at the NTSC setting and then click Burn in the bottom left.

3. This will create one large movie with a menu you can use to select individual parts.

4. A VCD (Video Compact Disk) can be used on a computer and some/most DVD players.

FLIPBOOK
1. The Flipbook is very similar to the Slideshow without all the options.

2. Steps to Creating

3. In the Organizer select the picture(s) you want to use.  If you choose multiple, Photoshop will sometimes create multiple pages depending on how you answer following questions.

4. In the Organizer or Editor, click on the Create button on the upper toolbar. (this will open the Editor if not already open)

5. Scroll down and click on Flipbook

6. In the window that opens: 

a. Set the speed in the top right.
b. Preview by Clicking the Save Button.

c. Click on the Output to convert to movie.
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
