Rotating Images and Layers

Method 1:

1. Select the Image or Layer you want to rotate.

2. On the menu bar click on Image, click on Rotate, and choose the type of rotate you want to do.

a. Remember, the top half of the menu is for the entire image and the bottom half is for the selected layer.

Method 2: (use only for layers)

1. Select the layer you want to work with or using the marquee tool to select part/all of the background.

2. Select the Move Tool.

3. Put your mouse cursor just outside of one of the boxes on the edge of your selection and the cursor will change to a 2-sided arrows that are curved.

4. Click and drag to rotate.

5. This method can be used to “flip” a layer if you click and drag horizontally/vertically all the way across your selection.

Straightening Images and Layers

Method 1:

1. Select the Image or Layer you want to straighten.

2. Use the Straighten tool on the Full Edit toolbar.

Method 2:
1. Select the layer you want to work with.

2. On the menu bar click on Image, click on Rotate, and choose Straighten and Crop or Straighten.

a. The Straighten and Crop will straighten and then remove the excess blank areas which sometime occur on the corners.

b. The Straighten command will leave a blank border around the image which can later be cropped off.

Working with Two or More Images at the Same Time in Full Edit

1. Opening Two Files at the Same Time

a. Open the first Image/File in Full Edit either using the Organizer and right clicking on the image or using File > Open in Full Edit.

b. Repeat the above for a second image.  You can do this for as many images as you wish.

c. At the bottom of the Full Edit screen you will see icons that represent the images you have open.  You can switch between them by clicking on the desired icon.

2. Copying a Layer from one image to another.

a. Method 1: 

i. Use the Marquee selection tool to select the part of an image/layer you want to copy, and then drag onto the icon of the other image at the bottom of the screen.

b. Method 2:

i. Right-click on the layer you want to copy in the Layer Palette in bottom right and choose Duplicate Layer
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In the window that appears, click on the drop down and choose the file you want to copy to.
