Overview for Course: Editing Digital Images with “Creativity Software”

The major goals of this instruction is to:

1. Build an understanding of editing digital images. 
2. Build an understanding of using image layers to create sophisticated images.

3. Be aware of the non-editing tools within Photoshop Elements

4. Explore other digital imaging software.

The software tools used for this instruction will include Adobe Photoshop Elements, Windows Photo Story, Tech4Learning Imagination Suite and possibly other applications from the recent DoDEA “Creativity” purchase. Participants will be provided with the hardware and software resources necessary to complete this course and enable them to enhance instruction or productivity within their work environments.
The participants will register for credit with the University of San Diego. (1 semester credit course with a cost of $55.00)
Program of Study

During classroom instruction, the students will participate in skill-based lessons designed to introduce software tools and abilities in a progressive fashion. Out of class assignments will be given to be worked on within the class either individually or in small groups. After each class, participants will be given an independent assignment with the expectation it will be completed before the next meeting.

In addition to the expected 10-hours of classroom instruction, participants will be expected to complete 5 hours of independent assignments for a total of 15 hours.

Evaluation of Achievement

The educators participating in this coursework will be completing a number of activities that will provide part of the basis for this evaluation.  In addition to the instructor evaluating participants’ achievement on projects, there will be quizzes and demonstration of skills each time the class meets as a whole.

Summary of Assessments:

1. Timely completion of independent activities, which will be assigned at the end of each class meeting and usually collected at the beginning of the next class. 
2. Formal and informal quizzes and skill demonstration will occur each time the class meets.

3. Attendance in class is required to receive a satisfactory assessment.
