Documenting your research information!

It is important that you DOCUMENT your sources. That means you must give credit to work that you have paraphrased or quoted directly.   This documentation process includes two very important components. 

1. 
An in-text citation names the author of the source at the end of a paragraph that is paraphrased or at the end of a sentence which is a direct quote.

2. 
At the end of the paper, a list of references.

This provides publication information about the source; the list is alphabetized by authors' last names (or by titles for works without authors). There is a direct connection between the in-text citation and the alphabetical listing. In the following example, that connection is highlighted in red. 

1.  IN-Text  Citation of a source:


Include the author's last name and the date either in a signal phrase introducing the material or in parentheses following it.  

According to Hart (1996), researchers took Terrace's conclusions seriously, and funding for language experiments soon declined.

or:


Researchers took Terrace's conclusions seriously, and funding for language experiments soon declined (Hart, 1996).

2. End of work reference list:  here is where we list all of our sources.  I have included an online source and the basic format for entering a book as a reference.  Notice that the references are listed alphabetically according to author.  The information found in the reference should be in this order for these type of sources:
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
