Cat in plain litter

showed marked improvment

Cat in Deod. liter

continued to get sick



	Analyze Data
	Cats in plain litter improved while cats in deodorized litter continued to have skin problems.

	 The deodorized kitty litter was causing the cats to become irritated and scratch their skin.
