Thank you to all of the 
school store volunteers who 
continue to keep our 
store up and running.

Kwanzaa is a week-long holiday cele-
brated throughout the world, honoring 
African heritage, marked by participants 
lighting a kinara (candle holder). It is 
observed from December 26 to January 
1 each year. 

December is rich in traditions and holiday 
celebrations, here are a few examples:    
Christmas also referred to as Christ-
mas Day or Christmastide, is an annual 
holiday celebrated on 
December 25th  that 
marks and honors the 
birth of Jesus of Naz-
areth.  Modern customs of 
the holiday include gift-
giving, church celebra-
tions, and the display of 
various decorations—
