Summer Assignments for AP STUDIO ARTS 2D

These will be due the end of the 3rd week of school. (The date will be provided when the next year’s calendar is approved.)

You will need to complete 3 collections. 

1. The first is a regular sketchbook with between 25 and 40 sketches.  

2. The second is a notebook that includes as many textures and patterns as you can find. This will be a reference portfolio for future pictures.

3. The third is a collection of pictures that shows your understanding of 5 of the Elements of Art and your ability to apply the Principles of Design. These are to be completed pictures ready to mat.

Descriptions of Summer Collections

1) Sketchbook

· The sketchbook should contain; your thumbnails for your Elements pictures, objects drawn from real life with shading, studies of different items and ideas for large-scale works.  These studies should cover the majority of each page not a corner of it. The sketchbook should not contain anime figures, your design or not. The colleges want to see, how you see, not that you can use a prescribed method to produce a figure.

2) Textures and Patterns 
· Suggested supplies: Newsprint sketchbook minimal size11x14

· You will fill this notebook up with different textures and patterns.

· You may glue or staple things into the notebook

· You may do rubbing using the pages of the book 

· You will need to notate what each texture and/or pattern is and where it originated. 

 3) Elements of Art and Principles of Design

· You will begin exploring 5 of the Elements of Art. Then, portray them on a two-dimensional surface using heavy weight drawing paper. You may work in a sketchbook or on separate sheets.

· The artworks depicting each of elements and principles need to be at least 11x11and no larger then 18x24. (Computer prints must be at least 8x8.) 

· The pictures may be in any medium you choose. They can be photographs that you have taken (not ones found in a magazine), colleges using found objects, any type of paint or drawing mediums, such as pencil, charcoal, chalks, ect. 

· All of the examples must be complete and well composed.  Pencils, pastels and chalks need to be covered with a paper so they will not smudge. You may want to use them in your portfolio.

· An explanation of how the picture depicts or uses the Element of Art you chose and how the Principles of Design were used in designing and executing the picture needs to be included with each piece. 

· You must have a separate picture for each the 5 Elements of Art you chose to depict.

Elements of art

· Line

· Shape

· Space

· Color

· Value

· Texture

·  You will be using all of the Principles of Designs at least once, in your 5 element pictures. When writing your explanations, make sure you have covered how all of the Principles of Design were utilized at least once. You do not need to explain how every principle was used for every picture, choose the most prominent principles for each picture and explain how they were used. You may use any of the Principles of Design for more than one picture.
