Basics of Quick Fix
What is Quick Fix?

1. Quick Fix has many of the basic photo fixing tools in Photoshop Elements in one easy to use workspace. 
2. Some Notes about Quick Fix:

a. As you work in Quick Fix, you should limit the number of color and lighting controls that you apply to a photo. 
b. Generally, you use only one of the Auto controls on a photo. 
c. If that control doesn’t achieve what you want, click the Reset button and try another one. 
d. You can also adjust your image using the slider controls, whether you’ve used an Auto control or not.
e.  Sharpening is the last fix you should perform on an image.

Opening a Picture in Quick Fix

1. In the Organizer or  Browser, single click on the picture to highlight it.
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On the right end of the toolbar, click on Edit and scroll down and click on Quick Fix.
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3. It is important to know, that you now have two Photoshop windows open.

a. The Browser or Organizer window will now have a “lock” on the photo while you edit it.

The General Fixes Tools:  (Top right of the screen)

1. The Smart Fix: This adjusts lighting and color within a picture to what Photoshop thinks is the best mix. 
a. Smart Fix corrects color balance and improves shadow and highlight details.
b. Click on the Auto button to see changes or slide the Amount scale to preference.

c. Click on the Check or the Don’t symbols to accept or reject changes.

2. The Red Eye Fix: Automatically finds and fixes red eyes in the image.

a. Click on the Auto button to apply fix.

b. This doesn’t always work.

c. You can try the manual Red Eye tool on the left toolbar.  That doesn’t always work either.

3. Lighting Fixes:
a. Levels adjusts the overall contrast of an image.

i. This adjust the dark and light parts of each pixel to create more contrast.

ii. It may affect/change the colors within your picture.

iii. Click the Auto button to apply this command. 
b. Contrast adjusts the overall contrast of an image without affecting its color. 
i. Use Auto Contrast when your image needs more contrast but the colors look right. 
ii. Auto Contrast makes highlights appear lighter and shadows appear darker. 
iii. Click the Auto button to apply this command.
c. Lighten Shadows drag the slider to lighten the darkest areas of your photo without affecting the highlights. Pure black areas are not affected.
d. Darken Highlights drag the slider to darken the lightest areas of your photo without affecting the shadows. Pure white areas are not affected.
e. Midtone Contrast Adjusts the contrast that are about half way between pure white and pure black without affecting the extreme highlights and shadows.
4. Color Fixes: 
a. The Auto Button adjusts the contrast and color by identifying shadows, midtones, and highlights in the image rather than in individual color channels. It neutralizes the midtones and clips the white and black pixels using a default set of values..
b. Saturation makes colors more vivid or more muted.
c. Hue shifts all colors in an image. 
i. This control is best used with selected objects whose color you want to change.
d. Temperature makes colors warmer (red) or cooler (blue). 
i. Use this control to enhance sunsets or skin tones, or when the color balance set by your camera is off.
e. Tint makes color more green or magenta. 
i. Use this control to fine-tune the colors after using the Temperature control.

5. Sharpen Fixes: 
a. Click Auto Sharpen to use the default amount of sharpening. 
b. OR drag the slider to vary the amount of sharpening. Zoom your preview to 100% to get a more accurate view of the amount of sharpening you are applying.

The Manual Tools

1. These are located in the upper left of the Quick Fix screen.

2. The Zoom Tool allows you to view your image from many distances.

3. The Hand Tool allows you to move a picture within the work space.  Usually used if you’ve zoomed in.

4. The Selection Brush Tool allows you to select a portion of the picture to edit.

5. The Cropping Tool allows you to remove parts of the image/picture.

a. By clicking and dragging, select the part of the picture you wish to keep.

b. You can adjust afterwards.

c. Click the Green checkmark or press the Enter key.

6. The Red Eye Removal Tool lets you manually remove red eyes from a picture/image.

THE RESET BUTTON ERASES ALL CHANGES BACK TO THE POINT SINCE THE LAST “SAVE”
