Composition Assignment:  Titanic Survivor.


1.  Write a short story from the point of view of one of the Titanic survivors.  You may choose to write as a real person, or you may create a fictional character.  If you choose a real person, you should do a web search for some background information on him or her, so that your story will be more “authentic.”  If you write as a fictional character, you have almost unlimited options as to who you may “become.” 


2.  In your first paragraph you will 
· identify and describe yourself.  

· tell the reader a little bit about your background.  How did you come to be a passenger on the Titanic?  If you’re a real person, you’ll need to do a bit of web research to find out some details of that person’s life.  If you’re fictional, of course it will all be made up.
· in the next two or three paragraphs, tell briefly what you went through from the time the Titanic hit the iceberg till you arrived in New York City.  What was it like on the lifeboat? Did anyone you love get on the lifeboat with you?  What did you see and hear?  How did you feel?  What was happening around you?

· continue your story from New York City.  Where did you go?  If you’re not an American, did you return to your country of origin?  If you were a 3rd class passenger, that means you were an immigrant, and you probably lost everything you owned.  What happened when you got off the boat?  If you’re a first class passenger, you probably owned great wealth at your home.  Describe what happened.  Conclude with your feelings about your whole experience, and the impact it had on your life.
