In your South American Country Presentation you are to cover the following items.  These do not have to be covered in this particular order, that is up to you, but they must all be addressed.  These will be your scoring rubric.  You will be scored upon the items covered as well as the amount and depth of detail presented for each item.  You are also to provide a bibliography of your sources.  You are to use at least 4 in your fact finding.  This is a 200 point assignment.  100 points will be for covering the topics and 100 points for the quality and depth of the coverage.

You are to prepare a Power Point on your assigned country.  Basically you will need at least one slide per topic.  Remember, I mentioned no more than 10 words per slide.  The idea is to make a “POWERFUL POINT”.  You are not to read the information from the screen, but rather tell us about the country with supportive facts and pictures on the screen.


Don’t forget, you are being asked to provide a sample of a “Totally Native Food” for the class to taste.  It is not required to have this.
